Club Policies

Advertising Discounts

Club members are encouraged to “do business with a Rotarian” whenever possible.  While members are encouraged to advertise their businesses in club publications, members will not “sell” or list discounts in the advertisements.  The club will adopt Rotary International’s policy on advertising discounts to fellow Rotarians as stated in the 2004 Rotary International Manual of Procedure:

“Business and Professional Relations Among Rotarians: The policy of Rotary with regard to business and professional relations among Rotarians is that a Rotarian should not expect or ask for more consideration or advantages from a fellow Rotarian than the latter would give to any other business or professional associate. As an obligation to competitors and in the spirit of vocational service, a Rotarian shall not grant to a fellow Rotarian privileges that would not normally be accorded to others with whom the Rotarian has a business or professional relationship. (RCP 11.070.) “

Guests of Rotarians

The Club encourages members to bring guests to meetings occasionally.  However, excluding relatives, guests are limited to five (5) visits per Rotary year. The main purpose for bringing guests to the meetings is to increase membership.  At the end of the five visits, a visitor would be expected to apply for membership to the club.

Past Due Policy

Membership dues are payable by July 30 of the current Rotary year.  Members who are delinquent in their dues payment on August 30 are subject to a $50 late fee and removal of their badge.  Members who are still delinquent as of September 30 are subject to termination from the club unless alternate payment arrangements have been made through the Rotary office.  Arrangements are subject to approval by the board.

Any member with account receivable balances, other than membership dues, more than 60 days in arrears is subject to a $25 late fee per month.  Any member with account receivable balances more than 90 days in arrears is subject to termination from the club unless alternate payment arrangements have been made through the Rotary office. Arrangements are subject to approval by the board.

Members who are resigned for non-payment can be reinstated in accordance with Rotary’s reinstatement policy.

Prospective Member Meal Ticket
The Club will provide a free meal ticket (salad or full buffet) for a prospective member on their first visit to the club.  The sponsoring member of the club will notify the Rotary office and provide the name of the prospective member.  The meal ticket will be left at the luncheon ticket table in the gallery of the Bright Shawl for pickup.

Members are not limited to the number of prospective member meal tickets they may request.  Prospective members are only allowed one free meal ticket.

Refunds
No refunds will be given for dues, meal plans, or any event or social of the Rotary Club of San Antonio.  Members who leave the club before the end of the Rotary year will not receive a refund on dues or prepaid meal plans.  Members who register for events or socials and cancel or do not attend are still expected to remit payment to the Rotary office.  The Club president will handle any disputes on a case-by-case basis.

Reinstatement
Former members (in good standing) of the Rotary Club of San Antonio are eligible for reinstatement to the club for up to five years after their initial resignation.  Reinstated members will not have to pay the initiation fee or attend new member orientation.  Reinstated members are expected to pay the application fee to cover administrative costs.  Former members who wish to return to the club after a five-year period are expected to adhere to the new member application process, including paying the initiation fee.  

Members who were not in good standing when they left the club are subject to the new member application process, including the initiation fee.  They must also be current on all past due amounts.

Underwriting Policy

Rotarians of the Rotary Club of San Antonio may underwrite club socials.  Underwriting is voluntary.  Event committee members are not required to solicit underwriting.  When a Rotarian requests to be an underwriter of an event, the event committee chair will coordinate with the Rotarian underwriter and with the Rotary business office.  Individual event underwriters will be announced at the regular weekly meetings.

Underwriting benefits:

· Special thank you to event underwriters will be listed in the newsletter

· Company logo will be displayed at the event

· Sponsorships must be at least $500
